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Attendance:
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You are expected to attend all class sessions. You are also responsible to obtain handouts from the professor and notes from your peers for any classes you miss. 
Homework:
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Homework problems will be posted on my website www.mathteach.net. Due to a large number of students in the class, homework will not be collected, however, you are responsible for doing your homework. Some (but not all) homework problems will be gone over at the beginning of each class.

Textbooks and Calculators:
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Students are required to have their own textbooks, but you are not required to bring the textbooks to class. Students are also required to have their own calculators. A graphing calculator is not required, but it’s highly recommended. For those who haven’t had one yet and want to get one, my suggestion is TI-83 or TI-83 Plus. For those who just want to get a non-graphing scientific calculator, my suggestion is two-line display scientific calculators such as Casio fx-115MSPlus or Casio fx-115W. 

Calculators are permissible during exams, but no students can share their calculators with one another. 

Exams and Course Grade:
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There will be four in-class exams and your course grade will be solely determined by the formula: 
(Total of all your exams)/3.5

This will then convert into a letter grade according to the Hunter College grading system:

For example, if you get 90, 90, 90 and 80 on four exams, your total will be 350 and divide this by 3.5 will be 100. So, your course grade will be A+. If you get 100, 90 and 90 on three exams and don’t take one exam, your total will be 280 and divide this 3.5 will be 80. So, your course grade will be B–. 
Each exam will be a full class period (93 minutes long). It will begin at EXACTLY 3:20 PM and end at EXACTLY 4:53 PM (no extra time will be given). Therefore, you are advised to come to the exam on time. 

Each exam will be approximately 150 points as to compensate those who can’t finish it within the time scope given.
There will be NO make-up exams. It’s advised you to take all exams.
You are allowed to have a prep note. A prep note is an index card (5” by 8”) where you can put anything on both sides of the card. However, cheating such as peeking your neighbor’s exam (during the exam) is considered as academic dishonesty and will be graded 0.
